

Student/Faculty Ad-Hoc Bylaw
Est. August 28th, 2016

Article I. Definition and Purpose
	The Ursinus College Student Government Executive Board (UCSG) will appoint students that they best feel represent the best interest of the student body onto Student/Faculty Ad-hoc committees. These students will have the responsibility of voting for their constituency as well as the various projects the Ad-Hoc committee pursues.
Article II. Responsibilities
1. Appointed Students will be required to send a monthly report to the UCSG detailing the following :
a. All votes that occur within the month
b. Overview of that months meetings 
c. Progress of the projects in work by the respective Ad-Hoc committee. 
2. The students within the Ad-Hoc group must designate one person to report these followings
i. A strike system will ensue if the representative fails to update the UCSG.
ii. First time failure will result in a warning. The second failure to report to the UCSG will be ground for termination of any member(s).
iii. UCSG will reserve the right to re-appoint as necessary. 
Article III. Parliamentary Authority
